The YOT Managers, MPs, the media, the Youth Justice Board, and other stakeholders, along with the wider public, will be better informed as a result of regularly visiting this site.”

The Members’ Area will require access through a secure login procedure to ensure security on the system. Apart from offering a comprehensive membership contacts list, it will also provide AYM Members with information on Welfare, AYM Assistance, AYM News, Members’ Services and, over time a Down Time fun section. Most of the web pages will be supported by down loadable forms and PDFs to simplify Members’ needs. There is also a Photo Library of downloadable photographic images about youth offending that will be very useful to both AYM Members and the media.

AYM Secretary, John Simkins from Lincolnshire says: “We are making a serious effort to modernise the way we do business and this website, with its links to other youth affairs agencies, will be an all-embracing tool for our Members.”
